Mito Anjin Festival August 8-10

over a period of 3 days. This festival commemorates the first Western style
sailing ship built in Japan, which was built at the mouth of the Matsukawa River
of Ito by William Adams (Japanese name: Anjin Miura) who served as a foreign
relations advisors to Ieyasu Tokugawa.
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Japanese Drumming Competition August 9

Drum teams from inside and outside the city gather in Nagisa Park to give that

audience heroic competitive performances on Japanese drums. These impressive
drum performances reverberate throughout the night sky of Ito.
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Anjin Parade August 10

This parade of over 600 people fills the streets of downtown Ito. This parade has
an international flavor and is enjoyed by spectators that line the streets.
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Ocean Fireworks Display August 10

Tto City holds many fireworks displays begun by the *Dream Fireworkst of the Ito
spa district during early July. Of these, the Anjin Festival Ocean Fireworks Display
held at the end of the Anjin Festival is the largest fireworks display on the Izu
Peninsula. Approximately 13,000 rockets are launched from 6 locations in the course
of an hour. The suspended fireworks and the aerial Niagara Falls are a must see.
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Mito Spa Chopsticks Festival August 22

This festival was started to promote chopstick etiquette and is now a fixed
part of the summer traditions of Ito. You can enjoy a rare view of traditional
hand-held fireworks and a splendid fireworks display of over 1,700 rockets
shot up right before your eyes.
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Mito Autumn Festival Mid October

This is one of the major autumn festivals in the Yukawa-Matsubara area. This
traditional festival has been passed down since the Muromachi Period to pray
for safety on the seas and successful fishing. During the Yoi Festival on the
first day, 32 young people carrying a 1-ton miniature shrine leave the Shinto
Shrine and then on the 15th during the Hon Festival the miniature shrine is
carried out more than 50 meters into the ocean to become a “marine shrine.”
This is magnificent to watch.
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BKawana Manto October 16

This is a festival from long ago when the fishermen of Kawana would engage
in a contest of strength called the mando where an anchor or a stone is placed
on top of a vertical log 20 centimeters thick and 3 meters long to cause it to
be off balance. It weighs an astounding 60 kilograms.
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WiShirimitsu Festival November 10

This is a strange festival held on November 10 of each year at the Otonashi
Shrine where it is said that Minamoto no Yoritomo and Princess Yae enjoyed
Minomoto no Yoritomo and Princess Yae enjoyed trysts. After a ceremony in
the shrine pavilions, a humorous buttocks sumo wrestling match is held in the
shrine precinct. Roars of laughter rise up from the spectators as the competitors
bump bottoms together to the rhythm of the accompanying music.
