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Mokutaro Kineshita Monument

This is a monument to Mokutaro Kinoshita who is
from Ito and who left many accomplishments in
literature and medicine. There are two folding screen
shaped monuments in Ito Park behind the JR Ito
Station. (Map pp.25-26, A-6)
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Hakushu Kitahara Monument

This monument is located near the Nagisa Bridge
on the Matsukawa River and bears the Ito Onto
written by Hakushu. Hakushu was fond of
Mokutaro Kinoshita and frequently visited Ito.
(Map pp.25-26, C-5)
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Kyoshi Takahama Monument

This monument was erected in the summer of 1951
and bears a poem that was recited by Takahama
when he was invited to celebrate the opening of

Yonewakaso. The poem gives a beautiful description
of the Ito spas. (Map pp.25-26, A-2)
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Shiro 0zaki Literature Monument

The Shiro Ozaki monument honors Shiro Ozaki who
evacuated to Ito during World War II and stayed
there until 1953. This is an important monument
because it is the first one to Ozaki, who personally
did not like monuments. (Map pp.25-26, A-2)
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Anjin Monument, Anjin Statue, Edmond Blunden Monument

> There are two English-language monuments by the Nagisa Bridge at the mouth of
. the Matsukawa River. The Anjin monuments commemorate the work of
Englishman William Adams who built the first two Western style sailing ships in
Japan by leading the shipbuilding work at Ito under the direct orders of Ieyasu
Tokugawa. The Anjin Festival (First held on August 15, 1947, but later changed
to the 10th of the month) was established to promote international peace and good
international relations between the United Kingdom and Japan, and the
monuments were erected in the summer of 1948. The Edmond Blunden monument
. was erected next to the Anjin monument and carries are message for the Anjin
7 Festival by English poet Blunden who came to Japan and taught as a lecturer at
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Tekkan and Akiko Yosano Monument

Tekkan and Akiko had an acquaintance that
lived on the shore of Lake Ippekiko and they
revered this lake. This monument bears a poem
they wrote praising the scene of Ito’s natural
setting and Lake Ippekiko. (Map pp.29-30, D-2)
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Rokuchoshi Yamamoto Monument

He is known together with pretege the late Juuu
Sato for discovering the Okuno Hosomichi
Zuikoki written by Basho Matsuo disciple Sora
from the home of an Ito entrepreneur.

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Mikan no Hanasakuoka Song Menument

This famous song was written by Shogo Kato
and scored by Minoru Kainuma. It was written
onboard a train while the two were going to Ito
for a radio program. The song became a hit
when it was broadcast nationwide the next day
(August 25, 1946) during the first live two-way
radio broadcast in Japan. (Map pp.29-30, A-1)
